Re:  Summit County Concurrency Update 

 

Background 

Concurrency is a program implemented by Summit County to evaluate water supplier’s 

ability to supply existing customers and accommodate new growth in the Snyderville 

Basin (excluding Park City Public Utilities). In addition to water supply and demands, the 

program also looks into water quality and other possible system constraints.  

Mountain Regional has completed its internal 2024 Concurrency effort (for the 2023 

production year). Part of this effort for the past three years is to write a ‘Supplementary 

Report’ which is attached to this memorandum. This resulted from increased water 

quality scrutiny from the Summit County Concurrency team. 

This report gives a quick overview of our groundwater sources and water quality. There 

is a chart included for every groundwater source in the District with text boxes providing 

insight to any trends or observations. 

This is solely for the Board’s information, and there are no action items 

requested. The entire Concurrency review can be provided upon request for additional 

background information.
